· 10 to 15 games @ approximately three games per week.  Probable 2 weeknights 6:15 pm and a Saturday or Sunday morning or afternoon.  Exact schedule to be determined.  Beginning in June to Mid-July with tournament thereafter to approximately July 20th.  Probable participants are: Allendale, Wyckoff, Upper Saddle River, Hackensack, Oakland, Franklin Lakes, Fair Lawn, Ridgewood, Westwood, Glen Rock, Clarkstown and Mahwah.

· Must have a player and parent commitment (signed below) for good faith effort to make practices and games which will be played on weeknights and Summer Saturdays, including end of 4th of July weekend.  Cost: $325.00 per player, payable promptly upon notification of a team position or position will not be held. This fee includes the cost of a new uniform. The Summer League is totally self-supported.

· Summer league baseball operates pursuant to authority granted by the American Amateur Baseball Congress (“AABC”) while independent of the recreation league(s) of Ho-Ho-Kus and Saddle River, the Summer League works in cooperation with Recreation Baseball.  Players must play recreation baseball to qualify for Summer League.

             No player in Roberto Clemente division (8 and under) may play if he turns 9 before May, 1st, 2009. 

· No player in Willie Mays Jr. (9 and under) or Willie Mays Sr. (10 and under) may play if he turned 11 years old (in Sr. Division) or 10 years old (in Jr Division) before May 1st, 2009.

· No player in Pee Wee Reese Jr. (11 and under) or Pee Wee Reese Sr. (12 and under) may play if he turns 12 years old (in Sr. division) or 11 years old (in Jr. division) before May 1st, 2009
· A team of ideally 12 players will comprise qualified players who can best contribute to team effort, team needs and who can commit to the summer playing schedule of games and practices.
